Street Boys Ministry

Street Boys Ministry is a program of feeding and presenting the Gospel to about 150 orphaned
or abandoned children who live on the streets of Meru, Kenya. These [®bys have no one to care
for them, no place to sleep, and to reduce the pain of hopelessnagssfrtteam are sniffing paint or
taking drugs.Bridges feeds them three nutritious meals each week. About 25 of thenateemed
Jesus as their Savior and the plan is to provide them some Biblegettitem into a discipleship
training class.

They would also
like to have clothes, shoes, more meals, school fees, and vocatiamagtrarhere are about 10 girls
in the group but for most girls the wiles of prostitution take them off the strebeligenage years.

- Pastor Shadrack reports th&piritually, many are placing their lives to the Lord, promising
to live as per the Lord’s guidelines. Emotionally, these boys have starteddhawsense of
belonging. They feel loved. Physically, they are showing good healtd becoming
physically strong due to the feeding they are offered. For salvation matteasiynof the boys
have repented their sins and have great desire to be followérhe Lord in all their lives.
These boys need Bibles to be helping them in class and Church.”

It costs about $22 to purchase 150 bars of soap. Clothes, shoes, and medicines are extra.
