        The Generations Home 
          The LforL Generations Home for widows and orphans is shown below.  This completes the 
primary building phase of this project.  There are now facilities here to provide for 2-4 widows and 
about 20 children.  It is located on five acres in the Tharaka area of Kenya about 40 miles southeast 
of Meru.  Our first milk goat project is going well here and we have just started our first chicken 
project also.  The land is productive and we harvested seven (100 kilo/220 pound) bags of maize 
(corn) that will be used as food at The Home.  One of the pictures shows Benson and I standing in 
an excellent crop of edible peas that are about ready to be harvested.  Chris, the caretaker and only 
employee, has planted some beautiful flowers, along with tomatoes, melons, and sweet potatoes. 
The sweet potato vines are to be fed to the two milk goats.  The recent completion of a kitchen, 
store room, and dining/multipurpose room at The Generations Home is also shown in one of the 



pictures.  The widows and orphans send you their deepest thanks for providing this beautiful facility 
for them.
